7.   Qualifications:- 
 

1. Degree in Modern Medicine or equivalent qualification. 

2.   Permanent Registration in class A of Modern Medicine with Travancore-
Cochin Medical Council 

Note:- 1. Persons who have registered themselves with other State/Central Medical 
Council may also apply, but they will have to get themselves registered under 
Travancore-Cochin Medical Practitioner’s Act before they join duty.
